Those who loved Father Harry Scott and
believed in his mission of helping others through
hard times were badly shaken to learn of his
death Thursday, but they vowed to carry on his
work.
Scott, 55, died of a heart attack early
Thursday morning. He was the longtime rector
of St. Peters Anglican Catholic Church in Chris-

_ tiansburg. In 2001, he was elected bishop of the

Anglican Catholic Diocese of the Mid-Atlantic
States.

In 1975, he started the Montgomery County
Emergency Assistance Program, which has fed
and clothed thousands of people in the New

“It won’t end, it will always go,” said Melanie
Collins, the program's community service spe-
cialist. “We're not closing MCEAP.”

Those that he had helped were saddened to
have lost a friend they could depend on.

“It just tore me all to pieces,” said Betty
Jordan. She and her husband, Kenneth Jordan,
almost lost their Cambria home to a fire last
year. Scott and Collins were there immediately

and helped lead a community effort to rebuild
the house.

“He was a good man,” said Kenneth Jordan.
“Sure did wonders for us.”

“We just don't know what we would have
done without Father Scott and his people,” said
Betty Jordan. “Yeah, he was really something.”

“This man was truly loved,” said Jeanne
Roper, a founding member of the emergency
assistance program board. “We're sitting here
just heartbroken.”

His impact on the New River Valley began
shortly after he arrived in 1974, said Roper. It
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
